outskirts of Truro at the Millbrook First Nation, 

Exit 13A at the Truro Power Centre. The 

Glooscap Heritage Centre is comprised of the 

Glooscap Statue, complete with interpretive 

panels; a number of mobile, climate and light 

controlled display cases to house Mi’kmaq 

artifacts; a series of wall displays; and a major 

multimedia display in the 75 seat theatre that 

will be the highlight of the visitor experience at 

the Glooscap Heritage Centre.

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The Glooscap Heritage Centre Proud to Unveil New Exhibit Honouring  

Nova Scotia’s Mi’kmaq Veterans 
 

Mi’kmaq veterans from all over Nova Scotia came for the unveiling of the Glooscap Heritage 

Centre’s new “Veteran’s Wall of Honour” on Remembrance Day.  First Nation Recruits to the 

Canadian Armed Forces, First Nation Cadets, representatives from Veteran affairs, mayors, 

MLA’s and high ranking Canadian Armed Forces Officers and RCMP Officers joined with 

community members to celebrate Nova Scotia’s Mi’kmaq veterans, to remember those that have 

passed and to be the first to see the new memorial.  

 

The “Wall of Honour” consists of a large storyboard panel that outlines the role of Mi’kmaq 

veterans throughout history, their contributions and their sacrifice.  Alongside the panel board 

are picture montages representing three of the thirteen Nova Scotia Mi’kmaq reserves and 

Mi’kmaq RCMP veterans.  In time, the other ten reserves will also have their montages 

completed and proudly displayed as well once those reserves complete the work of submitting all 

the photos of their veterans.  There is also room to add displays of memorabilia that families, 

veterans and organizations want to donate to the project.  Today there are medals and rubbings of 

grave stones from foreign soil.   

 

This project was made possible through the generous funding provided by New Horizons for 

Seniors and the unveiling was made possible by support from Veteran Affairs Canada.  The 

success and realization of the Wall of Honour was a result of the diligent and inspired work from 

representatives from each community.  Veterans from each community traveled to Millbrook 

three times to participate in roundtable meetings to create the vision, guide the development of 

the storyboard, and plan the unveiling event.  In their own communities they held community 

awareness meetings, went door to door to collect pictures and conduct research, and delivered it 

all to Mark Bishoff of Photowerks to use to create the beautiful montages of each communities 

veterans.   

 

The project continues to grow.  Mr. Bishoff was chosen to create the montages because of his 

expertise in using digital imagery to retouch damaged or fragile photos and because he uses a 

design system that allows each montage to be updated as new photos are received or new 

veterans are added.  The Wall of Honour will never be static, it will continue to grow and be 

updated.  Everyone is encouraged to visit the website and check their communities list of names 

and inform us if they know of a veteran that has not yet been recognized or to submit a photo for 

a name that has no picture.  No harm will come of any picture loaned to us.  The picture is 

scanned and digitally restored.  Mr. Bishoff takes great pride in his ability to restore old pictures 

and is happy to provide donors with the returned original and a digitally restored photo/jpeg. 

 

The unveiling has shown that Native communities within Nova Scotia have found a common 

bond in that everyone has been affected by a family member who has served in the Military, 

either in the Canadian Armed Forces or the United States Armed Forces.   Not only have all 

project participants, and the general public at large, learned of the contributions of Mi'kmaq 

Veterans, but the Veterans themselves have had another chance to see how important their 

contribution has been to the world at large.  Likewise our communities had another chance to 

show our veterans how much we appreciate them.

       The GHC Proud to Showcase Teresa Marshall’s Art in the Garden 
 

 

Visitors to the GHC and travelers by have likely taken notice 

of Marshall’s art proudly standing in the new garden.  A large 

wishbone sculpture stands as you enter the side garden.  

Visitors are invited to walk under the arch and make a wish for 

a better world as they enter the medicinal garden.  Teresa’s 

giant spool of thread is placed in front of the new workshop 

space behind our tall grass.  People ask us about the 

significance of these art pieces, usually they have guessed that 

they coincide with Kluskap and the theme of giant artifacts and 

in a sense they do fit into that but there is a much deeper meaning to the pieces we wanted to 

share with all of you. 

 

The wishbone, made from red cedar, came about when Teresa was staying in Alberta.  There was 

a lot of red cedar out there and she was compelled to try to work with it.  She ended up creating 

an exhibit with seven wishbones representing seven generations of wishes for a good life in all 

seven directions.  “It was about asking the ancestors for help in walking on a good path and 

looking for guidance for the future and from the past… hopefully as people walk under the 

wishbone they will make a wish to make the world a better place.”   

 

The giant spool is made from yellow cedar and stands at 5 feet.  It was the result of a three 

month residency in Saint-Jean-Port-Joli in Quebec.  Artists in the area are renowned for their 

woodwork and she had help from talented technicians to create the massive 

spool.  Originally it was accompanied by 4 large darning needles made from 

marble, granite, sandstone and limestone to represent the four colours, and they 

were placed in the four directions around the spool to represent a medicine 

wheel.  Normally needles and thread can be used to mend a hole in our jeans or 

loose button on a blouse but these tools were obviously not for us.  Teresa 

made the pieces to bring awareness about the damage that 

has been done to the Earth and as a prayer that perhaps our 

ancestors could use the tools to mend our relationship with 

our world and each other.  She notices that there are “a lot of 

people all over the world that are using their art to inspire work in 

addressing the issues that threaten our planet and our future, they are 

coming together to pray and work and heal themselves and the Earth.”  

 

Next time you visit the centre or are passing by, feel free to take a stroll 

under the wishbone and offer a prayer you think will make a difference or check out the spool 

and ponder how you might be able to sew up a hole in the relationship you have with Usitkamu.   

 

 

We at the GHC greatly appreciate both the beauty and the message these pieces bring.  Thank-

you Teresa for sharing them with us.
