The Glooscap Heritage Centre opened to the
public May 1%, 2006 and is located on the
outskirts of Truro at the Millbrook First Nation,
Exit 13A at the Truro Power Centre. The
Glooscap Heritage Centre is comprised of the
Glooscap Statue, complete with interpretive
panels; a number of mobile, climate and light
controlled display cases to house Mi’kmaq
artifacts; a series of wall displays; and a major
multimedia display in the 75 seat theatre that
will be the highlight of the visitor experience at
the Glooscap Heritage Centre.

N.S. groups among music award nominees
Fri, Aug 26

Two Nova Scotia groups are among the nominees for the sixth annual Aboriginal
People’s Choice Music Awards.

The awards will be handed out in Winnipeg on Nov. 3 and 4, and the hopefuls will
include pow wow drum group Eastern Eagle from Indian Brook First Nations near
Shubenacadie, and A Tribe Called Mi’kmaq, with members from across the
province.

Recognized across North America since forming in 1993, Eastern Eagle received a
nomination for best aloum cover design for its latest CD Rezonation.

A Tribe Called Mi’kmagq is recognized in the best pow wow CD — contemporary
for its 2011 debut We Honour the Water, a cycle of songs celebrating the life blood
of the Mi’kmaq people and its connection to the water, in rivers, lakes and the
ocean.

The awards ceremony is part of the 2011 Manito Ahbee Festival, and will be
televised on its second night on the Aboriginal Peoples Television Network.

That aside, | learn a lot each year from the amazing speakers that
come and through the conversations we have as groups each year on so many pertinent issues.

Keptin, Colin Bernard will share his vast
knowledge of Spirituality. Each participant is
guaranteed to enhance their five sensory
perceptions through the various presentations
by tasting the traditional Mi’kmaq foods,
smelling the sweet grass through smudging ceremonies, touching the handmade crafts, hearing
the Sacred drumming and seeing the beautiful Shawl Dancers. | am very ecstatic to partner with
the Kluskap Heritage Centre to provide this wonderful opportunity for our Educators at the
Chignecto Central Regional School Board,” Patsy Paul-Martin.
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Please note: Space is limited to 40 people this year and priority is given to those who have
not attended before and are attending both days. In addition consideration of balancing
schools, districts and boards is given when determining successful applicants. The first
confirmations of registration will be made Monday, Sept. 19, 2011. If space is still available
it will be filled on a first come first served basis.

This conference is great for any teacher who works at a school with Mi’kmaw students or would
like to learn and share ways of extending everyday curriculum to include a First Nations
perspective more fully. Of course people naturally assume that the conference is largely for
social studies teachers but honestly it is for teachers of any subject and grade level. Where there
is a will there is a way!

Teachers within the CCRSB board can contact Patsy Paul-Martin for funding and subs. For
those outside the CCRSB Board they must arrange with their principle to attend. Article 60
funding may be available.

Cost is $80 for Day One (includes a traditional feast), $60 for Day 2 or $130 for both Days.
Payment can be made by cheque, credit card, or in cash. For those requiring overnight
accommodation rooms at the Super 8 located adjacent to the centre can be booked through the
GHC for $90 + tax.
