Hi story isndot all bustle skirts
of stories about the good things people have done for each other, about heroism
and loyalty, and lots of museums in Nova Scotia are dedicated to how (caucasion)
people peacefully Iived their 1|ive
affects us. Horrible things have been done in this province, and the majority has
tried to forget about them. In forgetting we run the very real risk of doing those
horrible things all over again. The form mightchangeir ef usi ng Mi 0
instead of refusing themfoodi b ut i t 0 sorrole.i 1l ,c awedl tl ,c
ancestors did (or failed to do), but I can learn about it and prevent it from ever
happening again.

Remembering the shameful parts of the past is a hard balance between
acknowledgement and blame, especially in a museum: museums are a business,
and making visitors uyewamnyttbemtoeolmd e
back. But most of the museums in Nova Scotia are not-for-profits, with a mission
to promote our collective heritage. They have the opportunity to make a change, to

Our Moosehide Moccasins are by far the most
comfortable shoes I have ever tried on (and those that know me well know that | have a lot of
shoes). Since these are indoor shoes, they are made to last an extremely long time and their
lifespan will only be shortened if worn outside. For only $55.00, these are worth every penny.

Lately, the most popular items in the gift shop are Pocket Spirits. Pocket Spirits are 1" in
diameter, and are made from lead-free pewter. They have symbols on the front, and an
inspirational word, or desirable characteristic on the other side, which coincides with the symbol
